At this time the village does not accept any electronic payments.  Some residents, however, choose an option through their financial institutions which allows them to make “auto-payments”.  These “checks” or “e-payments” are sent from the institution directly to the vendors.  Check with your bank to see if this is available to you.•

Dog Licenses

General Garden Rules and Information for Plot Gardeners

• The gardens are tilled and staked by the beginning of June.
• No motorized vehicles except garden tillers are allowed in the park.
• Plants must be grown within the plot boundaries.
• Only established paths going to and from your plots may be used.
• Your children should be restricted to your plot and the common areas of the garden.
• Plastic mulch and plastic orange fences are not allowed. Any fencing or structures must be approved by the village park committee.
• Garden and pathways should be free of weeds all season.
• No pets are allowed in the gardens.
• Gardens should look tidy all growing season.
• In the fall, all artificial materials that were brought in must be removed (milk jugs, plastic containers, etc.).  
• Stealing and vandalism will not be tolerated.
• No storage of any materials, other than gardening supplies, will be tolerated in the garden plot or
surrounding areas.

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Yard Waste Pick Up & Brush Chipping

Yard waste (leaves, lawn clippings) can be set at the curb in front of your property for Tuesday pick up.  Items must be bagged or in a reasonable sized, manageable container, which will be returned to you.  Debris raked into the curb, not in containers, will not be picked up with the exception of fall leaf collection.  If any type of household trash is found in your containers, it will be left behind.  This service is provided for natural materials only.
 
Brush chipping will be held on the third Tuesday of each month.  Residents of the village are asked to have neat, manageable piles of brush at the curb in front of the property for the chipping crew.  This is not a tree removal service, but instead to provide a service to our residents who are doing routine maintenance.
 
All questions should be directed to the Clerk or the Public Works Department.
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Second Installment Tax Payments

Second installment tax payments are due on or before July 31st.  A notice to that effect will be sent out in late June or early July from the County Treasurer’s office.  The payments must be made to the County and not to the Village.  Checks should be made out to Laura Henning-Lorenz and either dropped off at the Sheboygan County Administration Building or mailed to her at 508 New York Avenue, Sheboygan, WI 53081-4126.  Sending payments to the Village of Adell will only delay credit for payment being given.  Thank you for paying your second installment taxes to the appropriate party.

Building Permits

Building permits are required for new homes as well as for certain remodeling projects.  A permit is also required for all roofing projects.  Siding does not require a permit and neither does the installation of new windows if they are the same size or smaller than existing windows.  If you are cutting into the structure to install larger windows, that will require a permit.
